The Board of Education has started the process to replace the four modular class-
rooms. They are working with an architect and the staff to design a permanent
structure that will be built where the current modular classrooms stand. The Board
has applied to the State of Ohio to participate in a new funding program that will
assist the district with a portion of the cost of the project. This application process
is a time consuming process and if the district is approved the earliest possible
date for construction to begin is 2020. The Board is looking into adding an addi-
tfottal gym which would be attached to the Beeson building.
